CLAUDE

SADIE

CLAUDE

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SADIE
Um, those are oreos.
CLAUDE
You’re an Oreo.
SADIE
I don’t even know what to make of that. Like, I don’t even know how to respond to
that.
CLAUDE
It’s to save African Kids, it’s not just a bake-sale, it’s a small-scale fundraiser.
CLAUDE takes a long slurp his baja blast.
SADIE
What is that?
CLAUDE
Oh. That’s a mountain dew baja blast, it’s a drink made especially for taco bell. It
cost me half an African.
SADIE
What?
CLAUDE
It’s only available at Taco Bells because it was made especially to go with their
great tasting food. That’s what the cup says.
SADIE
Are you retarded?
CLAUDE
Don’t say retarded.
SADIE
What do you have some retarded cousin or something?
CLAUDE
My Mom’s retarded.
SADIE
Oh my God. Really?
CLAUDE
No. No one’s Mom is actually retarded; they don’t let retarded people have
children.
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SADIE
Really?
CLAUDE
Yea, it’s against the law.
Sooo do you want to buy a cookie?
SADIE kind of looks at him. She lights a cigarette and
smokes it like a joint.
I’m thinking you really want to buy a cookie.
SADIE
How much are they?
CLAUDE
Five dollars.
SADIE
Five dollars? Are you kidding me? Those are Oreos. You can’t call it a bake sale
when you don’t even bake. You just have... a sale.
CLAUDE
It’s not actually that funny.
SADIE
I mean, it sort of is that funny.
CLAUDE
Whatever. It’s fine if you think it’s funny. If you think the fact that some small
child dies is funny.
SADIE
Okay. Jesus. How does it even work?
CLAUDE
They have these salt packets or something that stops the kids from pooping out
everything they eat.
SADIE
Ew.
CLAUDE
I guess. So – do you come here a lot? Like, where is everyone?
SADIE
Um, I dunno. I just come here on the way home from school sometimes. It’s usually
pretty quiet.
CLAUDE
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Not so good for a sale.
SADIE
Yea, I was gunna ask you about that.
CLAUDE
I looked up beaches online and this one was the closest to the subway. I dunno, I
sort of thought beaches were where you were supposed to have bake sales.
SADIE
We live in New York.
CLAUDE
Yea.
SADIE
And it’s October.
CLAUDE
You never know whose gunna be at the beach.
…
SADIE
Hey, so what if I only have like…Three dollars and 40 cents, does that still count?
CLAUDE
Um, it doesn’t count. But like, I’ll give you an Oreo for it.
SADIE
Ok wait. So this actually works?
CLAUDE
Yea, it does. It’s like, probably the most messed up thing I’ve ever learned.
SADIE
Well what if I give you 3 dollars and forty cents and also a metro card that has like
2 rides on it probably. Does that count?
CLAUDE
Um, yea. Yea that counts I think.
SADIE
Ok cool.
She hands him the money and he gives her an Oreo.
CLAUDE
Thanks.
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SADIE
Sorry I like, called you retarded.
CLAUDE
It’s okay. Sorry I called you stuck up.
SADIE
You didn’t call me stuck up.
CLAUDE shrugs, tries a smile.
CLAUDE
My names Claude.
SADIE
Claude, huh? You big into impressionism, Claude?
CALUDE
What?
SADIE
I’m Sadie.
CLAUDE
Cool.
SADIE
Alright, well I gotta get home I think. But thanks, for the cookie and stuff.
CLAUDE
Yea. Um… thanks for saving the kid.
SADIE laughs.
SADIE
Yea.
CLAUDE
Bye.
SADIE
Bye.
She turns around.
SADIE
So you’re just going to sit here and wait for more people to buy Oreos?
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CLAUDE
I guess.
SADIE
No one comes here.
CLAUDE
Yea. So I guess I’ll just hang out. My mom doesn’t get home until ten.
SADIE
Why?
CLAUDE
I don’t know. Her shift ends at 9:30.
SADIE
My mom’s home all the time, it sucks.
CLAUDE
Naw, you think it sucks, but it doesn’t suck.
SADIE
Well I was gunna say… if you wanted to like… re-locate, or something, there are a
lot of sort of rich charity type people around my building. I bet my doorman
wouldn’t really mind if you set up.
CLAUDE
You have a doorman?
SADIE
Yea.
CLAUDE
Ok.
SADIE
Ok.
CLAUDE
So...
SADIE
So are you coming, Monet?
CLAUDE
What?
SADIE
Claude Monet. Nevermind. Let’s get out of here.
CLAUDE
Yea.
He starts folding up his things. Exiting,
SADIE
Wait, so can we use that metro card? It’s my only one.
CLAUDE
No.
SADIE
Come on..
CLAUDE
No.
SADIE
Seriously?
CLAUDE
No.
